Part 2  UNDERSTANDING OF EKBALLO TRAINING PROCEDURES

•Recruit a few individuals to hold you up in prayer.  Ask that the Lord would speak, that 
you would hear, that He would prepare you.  
•Arrival and registration time will be between 9:00 and 10:00 on the Thursday the train-
ing begins.  We begin promptly at 11:00 AM.  Please be early if at all possible.
•Training fees are $400 per individual and must be received a month before the training 
dates.
•Training fees cover the cost of materials, accommodation, meals, honorariums and ad-
min expenses.
•Avoid bringing anything which will distract.  Some may need to call home from time to 
time, but try to leave business and other distractions.
•Notes will be provided in either electronic or paper form.  
•Although we love children, the training is not geared towards their needs or interests.   
Make arrangements for loving care for them at home as there are no child care facilities.  
Nursing babies, or course, are always welcome.
•The training facility is a clean invironment, “modern” but rustic, not quite like a mission 
field, but not with all the comforts of home.  Couples may be required to take separate 
rooms to accommodate larger numbers of people.  Bring ear plugs if you are a light 
sleeper.
•We’ll be departing after the last session on Sunday at 5:30 PM, and therefore will not 
have an evening meal.
